Hopkins City Code 115.01

Section 115 - Penalties

115.01. General rule. A person who violates a provision of this code is guilty of a misdemeanor unless
otherwise stated within this code, and upon conviction thereof may be punished by a fine of not more than
$1,000 and imprisonment for a term not to exceed 90 days, or both. A person who is convicted of a petty
misdemeanor may be punished by a fine of up to $300. Each act of violation and every day on which a
violation occurs or continues is a separate violation.

115.03. Exceptions. Where a provision of this code or a statute adopted by reference therein sets a lesser
penalty or a different period constituting a violation than set in subsection 115.01, such code or statutory
provision shall prevail.

115.05. Applicability. It is the intention of the council that the penalty provided by this section or any
other section of this code applies to an amendment of any section of this code whether or not such penalty
is re-enacted in the amendatory ordinance, unless otherwise provided in the amendatory ordinance.

115.07. Failure of officers to perform duties. The penalty imposed by this section does not apply to the
failure of an officer or employee of the city to perform a duty imposed by this code unless a penalty is
specifically provided for such failure.

115.09. Misdemeanor defined. For purposes of this code, the term "misdemeanor” means a penal offense
or crime which the council is empowered to punish with fine or imprisonment, and a petty misdemeanor
as defined by statute.

115.11. Other Remedies. A violation of any provision of the City Code may also be subject to an
administrative citation and civil penalties as set forth in Section 355 of this code. Penalties imposed
through Section 355 shall not preclude the use of the penalties and abatement procedures established
elsewhere in this Code. (added by ord 2000-847)
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
