The City of Hopkins can declare a snow emergency upon a 
two-inch snowfall. Parking restrictions remain in effect until 

streets are plowed curb-to-curb and parking lots and ramps 
are completely plowed. Snow depths are measured in Hopkins 
and may not coincide with the snow depths reported at the Twin 
Cities Airport. Snow emergencies are announced on the Hopkins 
Police Department’s recorded snow line at 952-939-1399. 

Vehicles left on the streets or in public parking lots during snow 
emergencies may be ticketed or towed. To avoid being towed, 
residents should remove vehicles from city streets and parking 
lots as soon as a snow emergency has been declared. If you have 
nowhere to park, there are emergency parking locations.
